Esqg. Judd led the Court in prayer before the call to order.

APPROVAL OF MINUTES FROM PREVIOUS MEETING

On the motion of Esq. Bayers, seconded by Esq. Goodlett, with all members of the Court
present voting “aye”, except Esq. Judd, who passed, it is hereby ordered to approve the
minutes from the June 15", 2015 Fiscal Court meeting with corrections being made .

On the motion of Esq. Goodlett, seconded by Esq. Williams, with all members of the Court
present voting “aye”, it is hereby ordered to approve the minutes from the June 24, 2015
special Fiscal Court meeting.

F. COMMUNICATIONS FROM CITIZENS ***3 MINUTE LIMIT***

1.

Sherrie Coulter- park request.

Ms. Coulter came before the Court to ask for the use of Ray Jewell Park for a baseball
tournament to be held on September 26 and 27. She informed the Court that she had
been denied permission from Mr. Steven Hume, who is the President of the Baseball
Association. Discussion ensued about the benefits of holding the tournament, and Ms.
Coulter said that the organizers of the tournament were willing to pay for the use of the
concession stand. The County Judge stated that he believed that the group would be
able to use the park and concession stand.

Mr. Bob Moore came before the Court to ask that the Court to have directional signs
placed at the “Y” at the end of Elk Creek Road where it splits into Wilsonville Road. He
informed the Court that cars were turning around in his driveway and tearing up the
asphalt. Esqg. Bayers and Esq. Williams will take care of the issue.

G. COMMUNICATIONS FROM THE COUNTY JUDGE EXECUTIVE

:

The Judge introduced Mr. Hal Goode, President/CEQ of the Kentucky Association of
Economic Development. Mr. Goode was also a magistrate from Washington County Ky.
Mr. Goode spoke to Court about the benefits KAED could offer Spencer County as far as
economic development. He spoke about sharing resources which would be more
effective to promote economic development in Spencer County. He said that KAED was
a non-profit organization with over 600 members statewide that worked with different
groups to promote economic development. He said that there was a group available to
do a strategic plan for economic growth for Spencer County. Discussion ensued
regarding economic development and Mr. Goode invited the Court to attend a
conference on July 30™.
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2. Fire resistant filing cabinets.
The Judge stated that several offices in the County were in need of fire resistant file
cabinets. He said that he had priced them with several sources, and the best price was
from a person on Craig’s List in New Albany, Indiana (the address was actually in
Louisville, Ky) It was an auto credit company and they had 6, four drawer cabinets at a
cost of $600.00 each, if all 6 were purchased.
Discussion ensued concerning the cabinets.

e On the motion of Esq. Rogers, seconded by Eq. Goodlett, with all members of the Court
present voting “aye”, it is hereby ordered for Esq. Judd and Rogers to travel to Louisville, Ky.
and inspect the fire resistant file cabinets, and upon Esq. Judd’s approval, authorize
payment of up to $600.00 for each cabinet and up to $ $450.00 for delivery of the cabinets
to Spencer County.

3. Shelby County Humane Society donation of K9 play yard.
The Shelby County Humane Society has donated a 40X40 chain link fenced play yard to
the Spencer County Animal Control Office. The Judge commented that Ms. Paula
Sparrow had solicited donations for the Animal Shelter as well as Kim and Joe Abbott,
who had solicited donations for school and canine supplies.

4. Workforce Development agreement.
The Judge informed the Court that he had already entered into an agreement with the
Greater Louisville Workforce Development Board at a meeting he had attended and
wanted the Court’s approval of him doing so. It was noted that there was some concern
from KIPDA about not having representation on the Board. The Judge also said that
through this meeting he was put in contact with Mr. Kent Oiler, who is the head of
Greater Louisville, Inc.

e On the motion of Esq. Rogers, seconded by Esq. Judd, with all members of the Court present
voting “aye”, except Judge Riley, who abstained, it is hereby ordered to authorize Judge
Riley to enter into an interlocal agreement and contract with the Greater Louisville
Workforce Development Board.

H. COMMUNICATIONS/REPORTS FROM MEMBERS, OTHER OFFICES, AND COMMITTEES
1. Solid Waste Committee.
Esg. Judd gave the Solid waste report.
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1. The two recycling Trailers were delivered by National Trailers Tuesday, 6/30/15.

. The John Deere Skid Steer was delivered by Louisville Tractor Wedsday,
07/01/15
3. We got our $4000 Ky. Pride waste Tire funding for fall, 2015, and Spring., 2016

4. Discussion with Brian J. DePeel has been started to try to set up a Household
Hazardous Waste Collection Event later this vear.

5. We have until July 15, 2015, to turn in our final report on the 2014/2015 Waste
Tire Grant expenses or we send back undocumented amount.

6. We will ha\:'t: our Summer Roadside litter Abatement event, with non-profit
groups having the last week of July to come in and be assigned a Road(s) and get
the supplies for the pickup. '

Esqg. Judd explained the Solid Waste Advisory Board had met on June 24™ at 3:00 pm. He handed out
minutes from the meeting. Esq. Judd went on to explain that the Road Foreman had not disposed of
all the tires from the earlier Tire Amnesty program, and that he needed to do this or the County
would have to return the grant money. Esq. Judd also passed out information about household
hazardous waste programs.

Minuets of the Solid Waste Advisory Board of the June 24, 2015 Meeting

Called to order at 3:00 p. m., Wednesday, June 24, in the Fiscal Court Meeting Room at 28 East
Main St., Taylorsville, Ky. Attending were Judge John Riley, Recycling Supervisor Karen Spencer,
Lynn Meclntosh, Member at Large, and Curtis Ochs Jr., Spencer County Solid Waste Coordinator.

The Meeting started with a review of the past three Months activities relating to Trash and Recycling.
Our Spring Tire Amnesty was a success, with good turnout. The Spring Roadside Litter Abatement
had more non-profit groups than normal, with over 700 bags of litter collected. We were Granted
through Kentucky Pride money to add a “event” Recycling Trailer, and a Trailer designed for hauling
Cardboard, and a John Deere 318 Skid Steer unit to end the need to share with the Parks Dept. one
Skid-Steer, also a J.D.to make maintenance and parts more simple.

We also were very pleased with the cooperation we got in working with Wayne Sweasy to help him
with his bottom drainage, and diverting water away from our Recycling Center during Storms. We
also discussed the increasing need to have cover for our Cardboard bales and also all the E-Scrap we
collect, due to the chances of lead leaking from the different items.

The discussion altered to the reasons for additional equipment and the ability to increase our
ability to gather and store the various material handled. We are facing lighter bottles and cans,
and a decreasing need for old newspaper, and a demand from the market for cleaner Cardboard.
All of the above means increasing volumn to offset lighter weights and lower prices.

In the same mannor, discussion was held about double checking our E-Scrap bids to make sure we
are getting a fair shake on prices. To be checked by next Board meeting,

The Board has had several debates over the method to use to have a Houschold Hazardous Waste
Event to give our citizens a free way to get rid of problem items. While at the State Solid Waste
Training Sessions with Hobert Judd, we were introduced to Environmental Enterprises, Inc. as
represented by the Director, Brian J. DePeel. He made a presentation that to Hobert and I that seemed
to be a probable answer to our biggest worry, that being Liability. He indicated that from start to
finish, He and his Crews would be in total control, including Liability. It was decided to bring the
proposal to Fiscal Court and seek their opinion on the proposal.

In a wrapup, it was agreed to approach the Court with a request for two citizens to fill the vacent
seats on the Board.

The Board adjurned at 4:25 p.m.

Curtis Ochs Jr., Spencer County Solid Waste Ceoordinator
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Scenic byways program.

Esq. Williams stated that he had received information on the program from Ms. Jane
Combs. He said he was not prepared to move forward with the matter at this time. Esq.
Williams said that Ms. Combs would come to Fiscal Court to discuss the program, but
the County Judge needed to invite her to speak. She is with the Kentucky Department of
Transportation.

Animal Control software program.

The Judge explained that the Animal Control Officer wanted a software program to fill
out reports and keep accurate figures on the animals he responded to. He would be able
to use on of the County’s old computers to install the program, so it would be a one
time purchase. The total cost for the program was $2210.00.

On the motion of Esq. Williams, seconded by Esq. Goodlett, with all members of the Court
present voting “aye”, it is hereby ordered to approve the purchase of the Shelter Pro animal
control computer program for the price of $2210.00.

Lists of committees.

The Judge stated that the monthly stipend that the magistrates receive is not for
expenses, but rather for their work on committees. There was a list of committee
members handed out to the Court. The Judge encouraged the magistrates to become
active in their assigned committees.

Performing marriages.

The Judge commented that he had chosen not to perform marriages prior to the
Supreme Court ruling which allows for same sex couples to be married in Kentucky. He
cautioned the Magistrates that they needed to be careful if they chose to perform
marriages in the future, and they could not be selective.

LEPC

The Judge commented that the Local Emergency Planning Committee had met and
voted to move forward with using the P-25 radio system for the Sheriff and for EMS. He
said that he had spoken with the Sheriff and he was satisfied with the decision. He said
that there was a grant available and the paperwork was due in by Friday. The Judge
stated that he needed a resolution to move forward with the grant process. He said
that the Sheriff’'s and EMS radios were not compatible with other County services.

Now Therefore, Be It Resolved by the Fiscal Court of Spencer County, Commonwealth of Kentucky that the
County Judge/Executive is hereby authorized 1o execute and furnish all required documentation, including a memorandum of
agreement, as may be required by KOHS for the furtherance of the above-referenced project and to act as the authorized
correspondent for said project. For the purpose of any KOHS-funded projects using FY2015 funds, the County will use the
provisions of KRS 45A for the purchase of equipment and/or services. For any equipment and/or services under $20,000,
three (3) quotes will be obtained. For any equipment and/or services that exceeds $20,000 the provisons of KRS 45A will

apply.

8. County Clerk technology grant
The County Clerk addressed the Court to state that she had initially agreed to fee pool
upon appointment by the previous County Judge Executive, Mr. Bill Karrer. She stated
that the Court had an understanding that the funds generated by the additional one
dollar ($1) per registration for the County Clerk’s Revenue Supplement Fund were a
separate line item, and that the funds were to be used at the discretion of the Clerk with
the Fiscal Court’s approval. She stated that there were problems with the way payroll
was handled, and this affected her office. She was not comfortable with the Treasurer
handling the payroll process for her employees. Discussion ensued about the need to
update the Administrative Code to address some issues, such as sick time being paid out
after the employee left employment, but Esq. Bayers noted that this restriction was
already addressed in the Administrative Code, it had not been followed. The Clerk
stated that if the Court would not adhere to the previous agreement on the use of the
technology funds, she would seek to end fee pooling. The Judge asked for patience and
repeated the need to update the Administrative Code. The Judge also stated that the
former County Judge had authorized the payment of sick time to employees who had
left their jobs. No action taken.
